


3. Calling on the Security Council to consistently employ a gender perspective and a focus on women’s
human rights in its work on all country and region-specific situations and thematic matters by consulting
with women’s groups and gender experts from specialized UN entities; and

4. Urging the Security Council and all Member States to promote leadership for the effective
implementation of 1325 by UN personnel, particularly senior personnel in UN headquarters, peace
support missions and UN country-teams, including through incorporating responsibility for such
implementation into terms of reference, job descriptions, work plans, and performance and incentive
systems.

The NGOWG looks forward to your engagement with the challenges of ensuring the full and rapid implementation
of SCR 1325. We are confident that the above recommendations are a solid and necessary step to advancing this
agenda and have included with this letter an Issue Brief with further details.
