2023 Carta Abierta a los Representantes Permanentes ante las Naciones Unidas antes del Debate
Abierto anual sobre Mujeres, Paz y Seguridad

Estimados Embajadores,

Les escribimos antes del Debate Abierto anual sobre Mujeres, Paz y Seguridad (MPS) de este afio para
instarlos a tomar medidas para hacer realidad la demanda fundamental de la Resolucion 1325 (2000):
garantizar la participacion plena, igualitaria y significativa de las mujeres en el establecimiento de la paz.

Durante casi 25 afios, el Consejo de Seguridad, la ONU y los Estados Miembros han prometido su apoyo a
la participacion plena, igualitaria, significativa y segura de las mujeres en la paz y la seguridad. Sin
embargo, los derechos de las mujeres hoy estan bajo ataques incesantes en contextos marcados por la
intensificacion del conflicto, el aumento del autoritarismo, la militarizacion y las reacciones violentas. La
participacion de las mujeres en los procesos de paz sigue siendo inaceptablemente baja y esta disminuyendo
incluso en los procesos de paz apoyados por la ONU. Mientras tanto, la credibilidad de la ONU vy del
Consejo de Seguridad para proteger y defender estos derechos se ha visto fundamentalmente sacudida por
las crecientes divisiones geopoliticas y la invasion rusa a Ucrania.

Sin una accion decisiva y basada en principios para proteger los derechos de las mujeres y garantizar su
participacion plena, igualitaria y significativa en todos los aspectos de la paz y la seguridad, no sélo
corremos el riesgo de afianzar normas patriarcales, sino que ponemos en peligro cualquier posibilidad de

una paz sostenible.

Por lo tanto, les pedimos que exijan y que apoyen la participacion y el liderazgo plenos, igualitarios,
significativos y seguros de las mujeres de Afganistan, Burundi, Camerun, la Republica
Centroafricana, Colombia, la Republica Democrética del Congo, Etiopia, Haiti, Irak, Libano, Libia,
Mali, Myanmar, el Territorio Palestino Ocupado, Somalia, Sudan del Sur, Sudéan, Siria, Ucrania,
Sahara Occidental, Yemen y todas las demas crisis en la agenda del Consejo de Seguridad, de acuerdo
con los estandares establecidos por la agenda Mujeres, Paz y Seguridad para poner fin a los conflictos
y consolidar la paz en sus paises.

Aprovechamos esta oportunidad para recordarles estos estandares y les instamos a que los respeten:!

“Plena”: La participacién plena requiere apoyo politico y dotacién completa de recursos para la inclusion
de mujeres diversas en todos los niveles y etapas de la toma de decisiones, en todos los contextos, de
principio a fin.? Esto significa la participacion de las mujeres en todos los aspectos de la paz y la seguridad,
incluido el disefio y la implementacion de todos los procesos de paz, el desarrollo y monitoreo de todos los

acuerdos, los procesos politicos, la entrega humanitaria, la construccion constitucional, el desarrollo
econdmico, la justicia transicional y la reconstruccidn posconflicto, procesos de desarme, desmovilizacion
y reintegracion (DDR) y procesos de reforma del sector de la seguridad (RSS). El Consejo de Seguridad
debe exigir y garantizar la participacién plena, igualitaria y significativa de las mujeres, de conformidad
con la Resolucién 1325 (2000) y todas las demas resoluciones sobre Mujeres, Paz y Seguridad, en todos
los conflictos y crisis de su agenda. Ademas, deberia exigir que la ONU adopte e implemente un enfoque
coherente y basado en principios respecto de los derechos y la participacion de las mujeres en todo su
trabajo, sin excepcion.

“Igualitaria”: Lograr una representacion igualitaria significa tomar todos los pasos posibles para apoyar
la participacion de mujeres diversas en todos los procesos de paz y seguridad con el objetivo del 50 por
ciento. Si bien se debe apoyar la participacién de las mujeres en todos los niveles de la toma de decisiones,
instamos al Consejo de Seguridad, a la ONU y a todos los Estados Miembros a que apoyen publica y
firmemente, y den prioridad a la participacion igualitaria, directa e influyente de las mujeres en las
instancias formales de procesos de paz y politicos de Via 1 o de alto nivel, donde es mas evidente su
carencia. Esto debe incluir una representacion significativa de las defensoras de los derechos humanos, las
constructoras de paz y los movimientos feministas. Las cuotas de participacién de las mujeres deben ser
obligatorias, intransferibles y defendidas publicamente por todos los actores. Se deben implementar
medidas determinadas y especificas adicionales para desmantelar las barreras estructurales y garantizar que
las mujeres, en toda su diversidad, puedan participar en igualdad de condiciones como expertas y lideresas.

“Significativa”: La participacion significativa significa la inclusién directa, sustantiva y formal de
diversas mujeres y perspectivas feministas para influir en el disefio y el resultado de las negociaciones, en
todos los temas, asi como en su implementacion. No defender el derecho de las mujeres a una participacion
igualitaria, aln en situaciones afectadas por conflictos, socava la Carta de las Naciones Unidas, contraviene
el derecho internacional humanitario y de derechos humanos y pone en peligro una paz sostenible.® Una
condicién de observador u consultiva o de otro tipo que sea superficial, de Gltimo minuto, informal, sin la
oportunidad de influir directamente en las decisiones y los resultados no es significativa. Instamos a los
Estados Miembros a exigir que la participacion igualitaria, directa e influyente de las mujeres sea un
requisito estandar en todos los procesos o convocatorias de paz apoyados por las Naciones Unidas. Ningun
Estado Miembro ni las Naciones Unidas deberian respaldar, facilitar o apoyar procesos de paz en los que
las mujeres no estén representadas de manera significativa. Esto enviaria un mensaje inequivoco a las partes
en conflicto de que el respaldo internacional no es posible sin respeto por los derechos de las mujeres.

“Segura”: Participar de manera segura requiere aplicar un enfoque de tolerancia cero ante cualquier
forma de ataque, intimidacion, retaliacion o represalia contra diversas mujeres por su participacion
politica, su trabajo humanitario y de derechos humanos, sus actividades de construccion de paz o su

23, 25, 28 y 30, ademas de las resoluciones del Consejo de Seguridad 1325 (2000), 1820 (2008), 1889 (2009), 2106 (2013), 2122
(2013), 2242 (2015), 2467 (2019), y 2493 (2019).
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cooperacion con los mecanismos de la ONU, incluido el Consejo de Seguridad. Los Estados Miembros y
los dirigentes de la ONU deben, ante todo, garantizar un entorno seguro y propicio para la sociedad civil
en el que las defensoras de los derechos humanos, las constructoras de paz y las lideresas de la sociedad
civil sean protegidas, apoyadas y se reconozca su legitimidad, y eliminar cualquier restriccion o barrera a
su trabajo. Ademas, los Estados Miembros y las Naciones Unidas deben condenar rapida y publicamente
cualquier ataque contra las defensoras de los derechos humanos, las constructoras de paz y la sociedad civil,
responsabilizar a los perpetradores y, lo mas importante, tomar todas las medidas necesarias para proteger
las vidas de quienes estan en riesgo. La ONU tiene un papel fundamental que desempefiar en este sentido:
le instamos a pedir al sistema de la ONU gue no s6lo monitoree minuciosamente e informe sobre los ataques
y la violencia contra las mujeres activistas, sino que también proporcione un apoyo sistematico y ampliado
para prevenir y responder a tal violencia; lo mismo deberian hacer todas las operaciones de paz, de
conformidad con sus mandatos de proteger a los civiles y promover los derechos humanos.* Los riesgos y
la proteccion nunca deben usarse para limitar la participacion de las mujeres o socavar la seleccién
independiente o las opiniones de la sociedad civil, y se deben movilizar recursos y apoyo politico explicito
para permitir que las mujeres participen de manera segura.

En todos los conflictos y crisis, el apoyo incondicional de la comunidad internacional a los derechos
humanos de las mujeres debe ir acompafiado de demandas inequivocas a una participacion significativa de
las mujeres.

Los derechos de las mujeres no pueden esperar.
